1834 - David Clark owned the land & had died. His daughter Margaret Clark Norton sold the land to William 

Rogers; 1836 - William & Harriet Rogers sell to Gustavus Foster; 1838 - Gustavus & Jerusha Foster sell to 
Wareham Warner; 1853 - Wareham Warner sells to Maria Jane Davidson [daughter of William Davidson] 

1893 - Maria J. Davidson Willet of Chicago, IL. sells to Peter Brown; 1905 - Peter H. & Mary J. Brown sell 
to the village of Newburgh Heights for their village hall; 1918 Cuyahoga Heights seceded from Newburgh & 

the village hall was within Cuyahoga Heights. A court battle gave the land to Cuyahoga Heights; 1932 -  
Cuyahoga Heights receives deed for village hall.; 1939 -Village sold land to Casimiro Pallini; Casimiro & 

Domenica Pallini sold to their son John P. Pallini; 2002 - John Pallini died & his sons David, Donald & 
Douglas  receive the land; 2015 - David, Donald, Douglas Pallini & Elizabeth Yarmesch sell to the Cuyahoga 
Heights Community Improvement Corporation; 2016 the old town hall building is demolished to make  room 

for a future business.
