Mr. Chojnacki said that we are not actually putting this legislation in place at this time, but it will
allow us to file a lawsuit to take the property if all negotiations break down. The Mayor said that
this preemptive plan after hearing Mr. Gary Suchocki’s speech at the last Council Meeting. If
they don’t dismiss all of their demands to the Village, then this legislation will allow us to go
through with the project.

Ms. Henley stated that this is just in case we do not have a compromise with the Suchocki
family. The Mayor said that all of Council has read Mr. Suchocki’s outlandish requests for using
the land, and if they don’t come to an agreement, this legislation will allow us to move forward
with taking the land that we need to finish the project.

The Mayor stated that we do not want to take their property. We just want to pay for an easement
to put a pipe in Mill Creek, but because of the temperament and posturing of Mr. Gary Suchocki,
we need to have this in place to assure we can finish the project.

Ms. Duszynski asked if this piece of the project was holding up the whole project. Mr.
Chojnacki said yes, it is the big holdup at this time.



Mayor Bacci explained to Council that he will be sending a letter to Gary Suchocki and copied to
the rest of the family this week, and we will see how they react to it before we need to move
forward in another direction. We have been more than accommodating to them in trying to move
forward. We have explained to them that the pipe and fill that we would put on their property
would have little impact on their property. We are even willing to put mature trees on the
property to make it more appealing. Mr. Suchocki has asked us to maintain these trees forever.
We want to do the best for this family, and hopefully will be able to address the erosion issues on
the rest of the properties on E. 71* Street at a later date.

Mr. Sciano explained
that this will give extra stabilization to the adjacent residential property owners.

OTHER BUSINESS:

Mayor Bacci wanted to follow up with a couple of Councilmen concerning a fitness center for
our residents. Since we are not eligible under any circumstance to utilize the fitness center in
Valley View, we are going to set up a program with the City of Seven Hills to use their
community center. In the budget you will get for 2018, there will be a line item fund that takes
care of our seniors aged 62 or older to participate in all activities at the Seven Hills Center, as
well as offsetting the costs for residents if they would like to go. We will appropriate between ten
and twenty thousand dollars for this purpose in the 2018 budget. We don’t know the exact costs



at this time, but we feel very comfortable with the amount we will appropriate. This will be the
pilot year for this program, and we will see how it goes.

Ms. Henley asked if we have a fitness center at the Police Station. Mayor Bacci said it is only for
weights, they don’t have a walking track, pool, or a place where we can meet new friends.

Ms. Duszynski mentioned that the School has a fitness area that we purchased years ago, and the
equipment was never taken care of, and now they might close the facility. Mr. Schoeffler asked
if Valley View would let us use their fitness center. They have told us that they won’t let our
residents use their facility. The Mayor said we let them use our pool, but they refuse to let us use
their fitness center, even though we are willing to pay. We would probable only have ten
residents that would use it, but they still won’t let us, so we will go to Seven Hills. They have a
great center.
